Documents & Images requested when applying on-line:

You will be asked to provide the following materials. Any supporting documents
you attach should be clearly identified by naming the file: “Narrative Statement” or

“Budget”. As the application process is anonymous please do not use
your name in the body of any document or filename you may attach.

1. Narrative Statement

In one page, please describe:

e Where you are now as an artist: your knowledge, skills mastered, and what you have
accomplished;

o Where you want to be as an artist: what are your goals, what do you aspire to
achieve?

¢ How will your proposed learning experience help you reach your goals?

2. Budget

Please itemize total expenses (including travel, food/lodging, registration costs, supplies,
etc.) and proposed sources of funding for this learning experience. See example, below.

5. Documentation Supporting Learning Experience

Please provide documentation supporting the credentials of the instructor, school,
organization, institution, etc. for which you will be using the scholarship. The purpose of
this documentation is to provide evidence that the organization/instructor is established
and an appropriate recipient of Scholarship funds. Examples include course description
and/or syllabus, school/program brochures, articles about program/instructor, etc.

6. Image Documentation

Images of your artwork must be accompanied by a one-page document that provides
the following information for each of the five images, try and include one detailed image:

o title

e year completed

e dimensions (height, width, and depth in inches)
e materials used

For example:

Image #1: "Stardust" 2016. Two-dimensional: 12" high x 12" wide. Smalti, marble, fused
glass gems on Wediboard.

Image #2: "Harmony" 2014. Three-dimensional: 12" high x 12" wide x 4" deep. Wire
armature, rigid wrap, stained glass, smalti.

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7. Examples of Applicant’s Artwork

Applicants must submit five digital images of work they have completed in the last three
years. Digital images must be in .jpg format, with minimum 300 dpi and minimum pixel
width of 700. Of the five images you are to submit we strongly suggest that you include
at least one detail image of your work.

Your photos should be labeled “Image No. 1 Title of Artwork™.jpg., etc.
